¥ Actin an advisory capacity to the Executive Board in safeguarding the rights of
Florida library users in accordance with the Bill of Rights of the United States and the
Library Bill of Rights as adopted by the American Library.

¥ Investigate any cases of censorship pressure on libraries in Florida.
Report the results of investigations in Association publications.
Propose a program for the annual conference at least once every two years.

Goal 6, Activity A: Disseminate the new Intellectual Freedom Manual. FLA Office is
